Cambridge Healthcare & Biotech,
strategic advisor to biotech,
pharmaceutical and healthcare
companies in Europe and the USA, has
taken Suite 9 at Chesterford Research
Park’s newly refurbished Mansion House.
The company joins the new tenants of the
Mansion, Medivir and Cellcentric.

The Mansion House is an imposing period
building with views over the arboretum at
Chesterford Research Park. It not only

Sosel R&D Takes

Possession of
New Headquarters

Sosei R&D Ltd, the UK subsidiary of
Sosei Group Corporation, a global
Japanese biopharmaceutical company,
has taken possession of its new
headquarters building at Chesterford
Research Park. The company has taken a
new 15-year lease on Building 400 - a
15,000 sq ft purpose-built R&D office
building. Building 400, which is located
opposite the Park’s central facility, known
as The Nucleus, provides two floors of
offices, together with plant and external
stores, plus parking for 42 cars.

The move by Sosei to more than double
the space it occupies at Chesterford
Research Park follows its acquisition
some 18 months ago of Arakis. Arakis
had been tenants of the Park since 2001.

Speaking about the move to Building 400,
Stuart Gibson, Group Finance Director of
Sosei Group said, "We are delighted with
our new, bespoke building at Chesterford

Research Park, and extremely happy that
the growth of Sosei’'s business could be
accommodated so effectively at the Park.
Our new offices will be the base for the
Group's operations in Europe, providing
an excellent environment for research,
development and commercial activities,
and assisting Sosei in its vision of
becoming a major global
biopharmaceutical company.”

A landmark development within the Park,
known as the Emmanuel Laboratory, is
making rapid progress towards completion
of the shell and core, with contractors
expected to hand over at the end of May.
The Emmanuel building will provide over
41,000 sq ft of shell and core laboratory
space over two floors, together with
parking for 120 cars, and 28 cycle spaces,
all in beautifully landscaped grounds.

What makes the Emmanuel Laboratory
unique is the detailed design process,
which has resulted in a highly flexible
building which at the same time, is able to
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meet the demands of research
companies for purpose-built facilities.
As a consequence, it is already attracting
considerable interest from potential
occupiers looking at the Cambridgeshire
and M11 corridor areas.

As John Granger of Carter Jonas, joint
letting agents with Atisreal, put it, “There
isn’'t another building of this type within
the whole of the Cambridgeshire area or
along the M11 corridor. It's not surprising,
therefore, that we are receiving such
strong interest — even though the building
is only just completing now.”
